Bug net with frame to cover the cot
Tarp to cover floor (8x8)

A trunk is best to put clothes in because it will fit under the cot
and bugs will stay out better.

Class B Uniform (To be worn at other times and at Lunch)
Red "Hot to Go” t-shirt

Red 288 visor for Scouts or Red 288 Ball Cap for Adults.
T —Shirts (prefer Scout related) - one for each day

Shorts any kind- can be worn at MB classes

Socks (other than scout) 3-5 - can be worn during the day
Underwear

Belt (use scout belt for other shorts)

Swim Suit

Towel or Towels (not more than 2)

Tennis Shoes No Open Toed Shoes Allowed
Hiking Boots No Open Toed Shoes Allowed
Water/Shower shoes (not required)

Light Jacket

Rain gear

Toiletries

Deodorant

Sunscreen

Soap

Shampoo

Tooth brush/Tooth Paste

Bug spray (DO NOT BRING AEROSOL SPRAY TYPE)(PUMP TYPE OR LOTION)

Sheath knife Alcohol or drugs
Valuables No Pets during parents night
